ORDER:
The Tsunami that struck the Tamil Nadu coast on 26.12.2004 was unprecedented in its suddenness and ferocity. The Fishermen have been most severely affected. They also lost all their possession. They have to be supported to earn their livelihood at once. In order to enable them to earn their livelihood, a package of assistance was sanctioned in the G.O. first read above for replacement of gill nets for Vallams, replacement gill nets for Catamaran, repair/rebuilding of Vallams, at a total cost of Rs.65 crores. In the Government order second read above, sanction was accorded for a sum of Rs. 78 lakhs for repairing damaged engines (OBM/IBE)
2. The Special Commissioner and Commissioner of Revenue Administration has pointed out that Chinnamuttom boat yard and Kanniyakumari boat yard which are private boat yards, have to be repaired in the 1st place, in order to enable them to provide repairs services to the damaged boats. It was reported that funds to the tune of Rs.17.20 lakhs for Chinnamuttom boat yard and Rs.5.4 lakhs to Kannyakumari boat yard are required.
3. The proposal of the SC & CRA to provide subsidy for repairing private boat yards in the affected districts, was discussed in the meeting of the State Level Committee for Calamity Relief Fund Schemes held on 15.2.2005. The Committee decided to adopt the subsidy pattern provided for replacement of fully damaged mechanised boats and to provide a subsidy of 35% of the damage as assessed by the Fisheries Department, subject to a ceiling of Rs.5 lakhs for repairing private boat yards.
4. The Government after careful examination, sanction a subsidy of Rs.5 lakhs (Rupees five lakhs only) for repairing Chinnamuttom boat yard and Rs.1,89,000/-(Rupees one lakh and eighty nine thousand only) for repairing Kanniyakumari boat yard in accordance with the above formula.
5. The amount sanctioned in para 4 above shall be debited under "2245 Relief on account of Natural Calamites – 80. General 800- Other expenditure – I. Non-Plan – AB. Assistance for undertaking relief works in connection with Tsunami affected areas – 09. Grants in Aid – 01. Grants for current Expenditure (DPC 2245 80 800 AB 0918)
6. Necessary additional funds will be provided in FMA 2004-05. Pending provision of additional funds, the Pay and Accounts Officer (East) is directed to admit and honour the bill, if otherwise found to be in order.
7. The Special Commissioner and Commissioner of Revenue Administration is authorized to draw and disburse the amount sanctioned in para 4 above to the Director of Fisheries. The Director of Fisheries is requested to provide the relief package as indicated above to the owners of the boat yard as back-end subsidy. The Special Commissioner and Commissioner for Revenue Administration is requested to send the utilisation certificate to the Accountant General / Government.
8. The Special Commissioner and Commissioner of Revenue Administration is requested to send necessary proposals for inclusion in FMA of the 2004-2005.
9. The expenditure sanctioned in para 4 above shall be brought to the notice of Legislature by specific inclusion in the Final Supplementary Estimates 2004-2005. The Special Commissioner and Commissioner of Revenue Administration is requested to send necessary proposals in this regard to Finance (Rev.) Department without fail.
