Resolution 2019 subsidize the insurance of fisherfolk

RECOMMENDING TO THE DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE SECRETARY THROUGH THE BUREAU OF FISHERIES AND AQUATIC RESOURCES TO SUBSIDIZE THE INSURANCE OF FISHERFOLK UNDER THE AGRICULTURAL PRODUCER PROTECTION PLAN OF THE PHILIPPINE CROP INSURANCE CORPORATION

WHEREAS, the Department of Agriculture through the Bureau of Fisheries and Aquatic Resources (BFAR) is mandated to promote the development, improvement, management and conservation of the Philippines’ fisheries and aquatic resources, and thus, also promotes the welfare of the fisherfolk; 
WHEREAS, the Philippine Crops Insurance Corporation (PCIC) is a government owned and controlled corporation mandated to provide insurance protection to farmers and fisherfolk against production and asset losses on account of natural calamities such as typhoons, floods, droughts, earthquakes and volcanic eruptions, plant pests and diseases, and/or other perils;

WHEREAS, PCIC implements various insurance programs for rice, corn, high-value commercial crops, non-crop agricultural asset, livestock, fisheries and others;

WHEREAS, the Agricultural Producers Protection Plan is an insurance protection for an individual or group of agricultural producers, farmers, fisherfolk and other stakeholders that cover death of the insured due to accident, natural causes, and murder or for a period of one (1) year;

WHEREAS, the principal amount of insurance coverage of the Agricultural Producers Protection Plan ranges from Php 15,000 to a maximum of Php 50,000 per individual or group (for group insurance coverage) with an annual premium rate of 0.75%;

WHEREAS, marine capture fisheries is an occupation prone to accidents due to rough seas, exposure to extreme weather conditions and dangerous equipment which could cause dismemberment or even death;

WHEREAS, according to the Philippine Statistics Authority’s (PSA’s) Integrated Survey on Labor and Employment most of the occupational injuries in 2015 are from the occupation group of farmers, forestry workers and fishermen with 1,021 out of 1,877 injury cases;
WHEREAS, the Food and Agriculture Organization also referred to fishing as one of the most dangerous occupations citing that the fatality rate for fishermen in Australia (1982-1984) was 18 times higher than the national average, in Denmark the fatality rate was 25-30 times higher than those employed on land (1989 to 1996), and in the United States, the rate is 16 times higher than occupations such as fire-fighting and police work and over 40 times the national average (1996);

WHEREAS, the fisherfolks are considered as one (1) of the poorest sectors in the country, and thus, have very limited financial capability to apply for insurance which is much needed considering the various work-related hazards; 
WHEREAS, the total number of registed fisherfolk is around 1,772,060 as of February 26, 2017, and thus, considering that the registered fisherfolk are clustered with 20 individuals per group, and that the premium rate is 0.75% for an insurance coverage amounting to Php 50,000 per group, the total budget needed to subsidize all fisherfolk in the country is estimated at Php 33,226,125;
WHEREAS, subsidizing the group insurance coverage of the fisherfolk will help them realize the benefits of the insurance and may also encourage them to avail an additional individual plan since two or more insurance policies may be availed of at any given time per insured individual, provided that the aggregate sum insured per individual shall not exceed Php 100,000 all to be honored separately in case of claims;
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the PCAF-Committee on Fisheries and Aquaculture recommends to the Department of Agriculture through the BFAR to subsidize the insurance of fisherfolk under the Agricultural Producer Protection Plan of the PCIC;
RESOLVED FURTHER that a copy of the resolution be furnished to the BFAR, PCIC and the Department of Budget and Management (DBM) as the agency mandated to promote the sound, efficient and effective management and utilization of government resources;

WHEREAS, considering that the registered fisherfolk are clustered with 20 individuals per group, and that the premium rate is 0.75% for an insurance coverage amounting to Php 50,000 per group, the total budget needed to subsidize all fisherfolk in the country is estimated at Php 
WHEREAS, the size of the cluster may vary depending on the amount of financial resources allowed for the group insurance subsidy since the PSA data shows that the incidence rate of occupational injuries with workdays lost per 1,000 workers in 2015 is 8.92 or around 1 injury case for every 112 workers;

WHEREAS, a group insurance coverage can be employed for a group
